HOMEWORK GUIDELINES

Below you will find the2011 - 2012 Homework GuidelinesHomework is defined as anything which
the student is required to do at home in order to prepare for a class. This includes reading, study,
memorization, completing written assignments, test preparationPktase use the Glglines as a
reference when deciding on course choices.

College Preparatory Classes

Lower division students (9th10th grades) should normally expect 30 minutes of homework for each
90 minute period. At times this may increase to 45 minutes, butr@@tesishould be the norm. This
represents approximately two to taadonehalf hours of study per night. For upper division
students (11th 12th grades), 45 minutes will be more frequent.

Honors Classes

Lower division students should normally expé6tminutes of homework for each 90 minute period.

At times this may increase to 60 minutes, but 45 minutes should be the norm. For a typical
sophomore taking Honors English, Honors Foreign Language, and Honors Math, this represents two
andonehalf to theeandonehalf hours per night. For upper division students, 60 minutes will be
more frequent.

I nternational BaccalaureateClasses

International Baccalaureate classes are college level classes which are intended to prepare a student to
successfully pasthe International Baccalaureate exams at the end of the course. As such, students
enrolling in these courses should anticipate some summer preparation and a workload that exceeds
that of an honors level class. Because the priority of these classé®lip students pass the exams,

their pace cannot be moderated and may frequently exceed one hour of preparation for each 1 1/2

hour class meeting.

Weekends and Vacations

Students should not be given additional work for weekends and vacations. Ckeadyetudents
should typically have the same amount of homework they would have on any other day as indicated
above.

Major and Semester Projects

It is important for students to learn how to do extended research and to complete more extensive
projects. As such it may be possible for students in any grade level to have a limited number of
semester length projects (one, maybe two per course) which are done outside of the framework given
above. The Sciencedpect currently required of mokiwer divisionstudents would fit this category.

Study Skills is a oneemestecourse for incoming freshmen whose test scores and academic
performance indicate that they are performing below grade level in their basic English,
reading, and mathematics skills.

listening skills, participating and taking notes in class, preparation fetateést, exploring

test anxiety, and exploring the library/media center.

** Mount St. Mary Academy does not offer a special education program; however, students
with documented diagnosed learning differences with a DSM IV classification may be
assisted by the Academic Development Programudésl Study Hall. The purpose of these

two programs is to assist students in achieving success with a college preparatory curriculum.
The Guidance Department and the Dean of Academics determines participation in the
programs based on current diagnosating including professional recommendations for
classroom accommodations.

Mount St. Mary Academy will assist students who participate in the Guided Study Program
with requests for ACT Assessment Special Testing. Special testing can only be requested by
students with a documented diagnosed learning difference which includes the DSM IV
classification. Special testing is at the discretion of ACT not Mount St. Mary Academy. For

Mount St. Mary Academy does not offer a modified grading system for students with

learning differences; however, recommended accommodations from neuropsychological or
psycho educainal evaluations for students in the Guided Study Program are considered.

The Guidance Department and the Dean of Academics determine which accommodations are
feasible.

THEORY OF KNOWLEDGE CREDITS1/4 PERSEMESTER

Information Technology in a Global Society (ITGS) is a-grar course that aims to prepare
students to understand the marsgs of different types of information systems. The main
emphasis is to consider how two aspects, the social significance of Information Technology
and the ethical considerations arising from Information Technology, influence individuals,

work.

home management; money management; use of creditaaukéhg services; consumer
education; computer use at home, in schaadl in the workplace; and career skills. Upon
completion of this course, the student should have developed basic life skills that promote a
positive influence on the quality of life.

CHILD DEVELOPMENT CREDITS: 172
OPEN TO: GRADES 10 - 12

Child Developmat focuses on skills needed to guide the physical, intellectual, emotional,

and social development of children. Emphasis is given to the development of competencies
related to the study of children, pregnancy and prenatal development, birth and the newborn

Emphasis in this course is given to the development of competencies related to nutrition,
weight control, the food consumer, the effect of technologipod and nutrition, microwave
cookery, kitchen organaion and equipment, safety asahitation, menu planning, serving

and eating food, food preparation, eating away from home, and jobs and career opportunities
in the field of food and nutrition. Upon emletion of this course, students should be able to
apply sound nutritional practices which will have a positive effect on their health.

CULINARY ARTS I CREDITS: 12
OPEN TO: GRADES 10-12

PREREQUISITE: FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCE OR FOODS AND NUTRITION
Culinary Arts I is a semester course designed to introduce students to the culinary arts
profession. Emphasis in this course is given to the development of basic competencies
related to the culinary arts profession, basic menus and recipes, standardization and kitchen
procedures. Upon completion of this course, students will be introduced to skills needed for

employability, customer relations, menu planning, recipe use, weights and measures,
conversions, budgeting, safety and sanitation, organizing for efficiency and lab procedures.

CULINARY ARTS II CREDITS: 172
OPEN TO: GRADES 10-12
PREREQUISITE: CULINARY ARTS I

Culinary Arts II is a semester course designed to expand students’ knowledge in the culinary
arts profession. Emphasis in this course is given to the study of kitchen staples, principals of
cooking, soups stocks and sauces, dairy products, eggs, fruit and vegetables, grains and pasta
cookery, meat cookery and principles of baking. Upon completion of this course, students
should have attained basic skills needed for entry level employment in the food service
industry, customer relations, purchasing and storage of foods, cooking techniques and
principles of baking.

FASHION/CLOTHING AND TEXTILES CREDIT: 172
OPEN TO: GRADES 10 - 12

Experiences in the Fashion/Clothing and Textiles course are designed to assist students in
developing skills necessary for management of individual and family wardrobes, for decision
making as a clothing consumer, and for understanding the role of the glatidrextile

industry in the economyEmphasis is given to the development of competencies related to
clothing selection; clothing needs of family members; wardrobe planning; clothing care;
characteristics of natural and synthetic fibers; types of faland fabric finishes; laws and
regulations related to the clothing and textiles industry; use and care of basic sewing supplies
and equipment; fabric selection; clothing construction techniques; jobs and careers in
clothing and textiles; computer use intbing and textiles; and effects of technology on the
clothing and textiles industryJpon completion of this course, a student should be able to
provide and maintain personal/family wardrobes to meet the needs of individuals. In
addition, the student shld acquire skills needed for clothing and textiles occupations and
develop a knowledge of the impact of technology on the clothing and textiles industry.

PERFORMANCE CLASSES

MSM CONCERT BELLES CREDITS: 1
OPEN TO: GRADES 912
PREREQUISITE: BY AUDITION

A 2.0 GPA inaccordance with AAA regulations

This is a MINIMUM OF ONEYEAR elective course designed for the intermediate to
advanced choral student who enjpgsforming in a choral ensemble. Members of Concert
Belles are strongly encouraged to remain in the ensemble throughout their years at MSM.
Emphasis in the class is on further developing the vocal technique of the choral student, and
sightreading skills It also includes performing quality choral literature of various styles and
periods; preparing the students for college ensemble singing and scholarships, and helping
them to further develop their musicality. A student in Concert Belles will be exigecségn

a contract and will be expected to have the motivation to do a lot of independent work. She
should expect activity period rehearsals, occasional rehearsals outside of the regular school
day, and to provide her own concert attire.

The MSM Conc# Belles patrticipates in two home concerts a year, up to two festival /
competitions per year, and at school liturgies.

INTRODUCTION TO CHOIR CREDITS: 1
OPEN TO: GRADES 9 12
PREREQUISITE: LIKE TO SING

The purpose of this ongear elective class to sing quality and varied choral literature,

ranging from Broadway tunes to sacred pieces, appropriate for beginning voices. It is also to
learn a basic understandinf the vocal instrument armteathing mechanism and how to use
them in an ensembketting.

The topics explored include: differential and imtegalculus with their basic
applications, more advanced algebra topics including additional discussion of exponential
functions, sequences and series, advanced topic of trigonometry, matrices and applications,
vectors and their applications, and basidpfnlity and statistics topics.

IB Math Standard Level Il is a college math couesgght at a pace and depth suitable for the
above average student that has completed IB Math Standard Level I. The syllabus for IB

This course in calculus, geometry, statistics and probability is extremely helpful for students
planning to major in science, engineering, mathematics, or business in college.

Topics covered include units on health and wellness, fithess and healthy diet, nutrition, eating
disordersdigestive system, muscles and bones, chronic and infectious diseases, and
substance abuse.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION CREDITS:1/2
OPEN TO: GRADES 9-12

This course is open to all students, but designed primarily for freshmen and sophomores.
The emphasisfdhis course is on fundamental skills in team sports moving toward an
emphasis on individual sports for life. Activities include basketball, volleyball, soccer,
softball, etc.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION/HEALTH BASKETBALL CREDITS: 1
OPEN TO:9" GRADE BASKETBALL PLAYERS
REQUIRED: FRESHME BASKETBALL TEAM

Fundamental skills in team sports as well as preparing for the basketball season are the
focuses of this course. In addition, all relevant health topics as outlined in Health Education
are covered.

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SCIENCE DEPARTMENT

PHYSICAL SCIENCE SURVEY CREDITS1
OPEN TO: GRADE 9

Physical Science Survey is designed as preparatory instricti@ip students achieve

diverse knowledge in the concepts of chemiaty physics. Students gain a thorough
understanding of physical science concepts and are able to apply those concepts to the
explanation and resolution of problems in the lab or cdass setting. Key components of

this class include lab safety, microscopy, physical and chemical properties of matte, and in
depth study of forces and motion.

BIOLOGY CREDITS1

in developing laboratory safety and basic microscope skills and fundamental laboratory
techniques used in biology.

HONORS BIOLOGY CREDITS1
OPEN TO: GRADE 9 WITH STRONG TEST SCORES AND ACADEMIC RECORDS
AND GRADE 10 WITH RECOMMENDATION FROM PHYSICAL SCIENCE TEACHER

This course is designed for the tasknmitted, seHmotivated student with above average
interest and ability in science aptbblem solving. It emphasizes unifying themes in

Biology. It is designed to expand the range and depth of the following topics: molecular and
cell biology, bioenergetics, heredity, classification, and diversity (organisms and
populations), biologicathange through time, and ecology. Laboratory investigations are an
integral part of this course.

CHEMISTRY CREDITS1
OPEN TO: GRADES 11- 12

This course is designed for students interested in a medical career. Anatomy and physiology
consists of a comparative study of cells and centeesdmtailed study of the anatomy and
physiology of the human body.aboratory investigations are an integral part of this course

and consisbf working with microscopes and dissections.

IB BIOLOGY I CREDIT: 1
OPEN TO: GRADES 11- 12

PREREQUISITE:HONORS BIOLOGY AND HONORS CHEMISTRYR TEACHER
RECOMMENDATION

International Baccalaureate Biology Il is a one year course which builds upon the scientific
and biological foundation established in Honors Biology. This course prepares the 1B
Biology studat for the IB Biology Standard Level exam, or is the first of aywar course

which prepares the student for the IB Biology Higher Level exam. The course is designed to
enable the student to develop a conceptual framework for modern biology emphgsizing
unifying themes: structure and function, universality versus diversity, equilibrium within
systems, and evolution. Study includes historical, sociological, ethical, and technological
context of biology, particularly in light of global implications afentific development. The
course content includes three broad areas of stu(l) molecules and cells, (2) heredity

and evolution, and (3) organisms and populatiomith heavy emphasis on developing

research, experimentation, writing, and analytsdls. Instruction includes a combination

of lecture, reading, research, and involves 40 hours of documented laboratory work.
Assessment is based upon a combination of teacher determined quizzes, tests, and reports as
well as internal and external assment as designed by the International Baccalaureate
Organization. The IB Group 4 Project is completed in this course.

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IB BIOLOGY III* CREDITS1
OPEN TO: GRADE 12
PREREQUISITE:IB BIOLOGY Il

International Baccalaeate Biology Il is the second year course of the two year IB Biology
Higher Level course. The course is designed to enable the student to continue to develop a
conceptual framework for modern biology emphasizing its unifying themes: structure and
function, universality versus diversity, equilibrium within systems, and evolution. Study
includes historical, sociological, ethical, and technological context of biology, particularly in
light of global implications of scientific development. The course comefludes three

broad areas of study (1) molecules and cells, (2) heredity and evolution, and (3) organisms
and population-with heavy emphasis on developing research, experimentation, writing, and
analytical skills. Instruction includes a combinatif lecture, reading, research,

development of a student portfolio, and involves 60 hours of documented laboratory work.
Assessment is based upon a combination of teacher determined quizzes, tests, and reports as
well as internal and external assessnasndesigned by the International Baccalaureate
Organization.

OPEN TO: GRADES 11- 12
PREREQUISITE:HONORS BIOLOGY AND HONORS CHEMISTRY

International Baccalaureate Chemistry Il is a one year course which builds uporeiitiéicsci
and chemical foundation established in Honors Chemistry. This course prepares the 1B
Chemistry student for the IB Chemistry Standard Level exam or is the first ofyeawo

course which prepares the student for the Higher Level Chemistry exaemiiry is an
experimental science that combines academic study with the acquisition of practical and
investigative skills. It is designed to enable the student to continue to develop a conceptual
framework for modern chemistry emphasizing its unifyimgnes: atomic theory,
Stoichiometry, periodicity, bonding, states of matter, energetics, kinetics, equililardios

and bases, oxidation and reduction, organic chemistry, and biochemistry. Problem solving
and experimentation is emphasized.

International Baccalaureate Chemistry Ill the second year of g@aocourse designed to
prepare the student B8 Chemistry Higher Level and builds upon the scientific and chemical
foundation established in Honors Chemistry and IB Chemistry 1. Chemistry is an
experimental science that combines academic study with the acquisition of practical and
investigationakkills. It is designed to enable the student to continue to develop a conceptual
framework for modern chemistry emphasizing its unifying themes: atomic theory,
Stoichiometry, periodicity, bonding, states of matter, energetics, kinetics, equililagios

and bases, oxidation and reduction, organic chemistry and optional chemistry topics.
Problem solving and experimentation is emphasized. This course is equivalent to a first year
college chemistry course. Assessment is based upon a combination ef tktehmined

A strong math background is highly
recommended

Honors Physics is designed as an introductory course in physics. Concepts in mechanics,
thermodynamics, optics, electricity and magnetism, and modern physaisidiesl. A

this course.
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SOCIAL STUDIES DEPARTMENT

CIVICS CREDITS1/2
OPEN TO: GRADE 9

Civics is a onesemester course designed to introduce studetitg tondamentals of

American government and the major divisions within our government. Students learn why
government and politics are necessary, the essential characteristics of limited and unlimited
government, the nature and purpose of the U.S. Cotistit the values and principles basic

to American constitutional democracy, how power and responsibility are distributed, shared,
and limited in the United States, and how the U.S. government is organized and what it does.
Students learn how citizenshgpapplied in everyday situations and how to get involved in

the democratic process. They observe the development of important constitutional issues
from a young personb6s perspective.

GLOBAL REGIONS CREDITS1/2
OPEN TO: GRADE 9

Global Regions is a one-semester course designed to introduce students to geography using
five themes: location, place, interaction, movement and region. These themes provide an
organized focus for geographic study and are tools that students use to analyze a place, to
answer the where, why and how questions that constitute geography. Students are guided
through seven regional units. In each regional unit, students learn about the region’s
geography, history and traditions, economics and daily life, arts and literature, as well as the
role of the region in the world today.

AMERICAN HISTORY CREDITS1
OPEN TO: GRADE 10

American History is designed to provide students with a broad knowledge base of American
history from revolutionary to modern times. Students engagematic analysis to provide
them with appropriate context for understanding factual content. Using critical thinking
skills, students identify central issues, make comparisons, determine relevance, recognize
cause and effect, formulate questions, and a@velusions.

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WORLD HISTORY CREDITS1
OPEN TO: GRADES 11- 12

World History is designed to introduce the students to the events of history from prehistoric
times to the present while incorporating current events in order to make the past relevant to
the present. Assigments are given which allow students to demonstrate their ability to
understand and use maps, to explain how geography and history are linked, to conduct
research based on the historical method, and to analyze and interpret charts, tables and
primary docurents. The fous of the course israunderstanding of how events in all cultures
are influenced by physical and human geographical factors and how ideas, events, and
conditions bring about change which can contribute to conflict or cooperation. Each unit
specifically centers on understanding peéit, social/cultureand economic themes.

STREET LAW CREDITS1/2
OPEN TO: GRADES 11- 12

Street Law is a oneemester course designed to give students a practical understanding of
law and the legal system.h& course is designed to provide students with an understanding
of their legal rights and responsibilities, a knowledge of everyday legal problems, and the
ability to analyze, evaluate, and resolve legal disputes. The course addresses general
problems irthe areas of criminal and juvenile justice; torts, housing law and consumer law.

SOCIOLOGY CREDITS: 1/2
OPEN TO: GRADES 111 12

Sociology isdesigned to intlduce students to the general scope of this discipline and to
foster a greater appreciation of this fielstudents will study such topics as culture,
interaction, control, inequality, institutions and social charigas course will also introduce
students to diverse methods used in research and the ethical practices and responsibilities
required. Finally, the purpose of this course is directed toward preparing students for further
study in college and exposing them to possible career options.

PSYCHOLGGY CREDITS1/2
OPEN TO: GRADES 11- 12

Psychology is designed to introduce students to the basic principles of psycholaggjahe
theoretical approachebdghavioral, cognitive, humanistic/phenomenologisatial,

biological and psychodynamic) ustdstudy behavior. The various methods of inquiry with
the ethical standards inherent to psychological investigation are also studied. The major
topics of study include biological processes, sensations/perceptions and altered states of
consciousness, la@ng, memory and intelligence, motivation, emotion, stress and conflict,
development, personality theories, and dysfunctional behaviors. Relevant and practical
applications to everyday life and the social issues society faces are addressed as well as
possible careers in the field of psychology.

INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS CREDITS1
OPEN TO: GRADE 12
PREREQUISITE:AMERICAN HISTORY

International Rlations is designed to studhternational relations through international
politics and diplomacy. The study modern world governments and ideologies, and
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perspectives of the major cultural and political groups are covered. Students examine current
world history through regular attention to newscasts and newspapers. The course is designed
to inform studentsfoccurrent world affairs but especially to see and understand the

perspectives of other people and cultures.

IB PSYCHOLOGY* CREDITS1
OPEN TO: GRADES 11- 12
PREREQUISITE: TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

IB Psychology is designed to introduce students to éimemgl scope of psychology and to

foster a greater appreciation for this discipline/field. Students will engage irdaptim

study of human behavior and mental processes through the various theoretical approaches.
After examining the three specifiedrppectives of Cognitive, Biological and Sociocultural,
students will be able to outline the principles that define their level of analysis. In addition to
this, students will also study Dysfunctional Behavior which is one of the five optional topics
requred by the IB Program. This course will also introduce students to diverse methods used
in psychological research and the ethical practices and responsibilities involved. Finally, the
purpose of this course is directed toward preparing students fagrfsttidy in college and
exposing them to possible career opportunities.

IB EUROPEAN HISTORY (17501900) CREDITS1
OPEN TO: GRADE 11

PREREQUISITE:CIVICS, GLOBAL REGIONS, AMERICAN HISTORY, AND
TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

International Baccalaureate f&pean History is the first course of a tyear course

sequence. It is an-depth examination of major issues and events in European history from
approximately 1750 to 1900. Political, social, economic, cultural, technological, and
religious dimensionare discussed while students examine such topics as the Enlightenment
and the French Revolution; the economic advances of the Industrial Revolution; the
emergence of modern society; the rise of the nation state; ideologies like nationalism and
socialism;scientific discovery and technological innovation. Particular attention in this
course is given to equipping students with the analytical tools and skills needed to interpret
original documents according to different perspectives and to conduct thelmsiancal
investigation and research on a specific topic.

IB 20TH CENTURY HISTORY* CREDITS1
OPEN TO: GRADE 12
PREREQUISITE: IB EUROPEAN HISTORYAND TEACHER RECOMMENDATION

International Baccalaureate 20th Century History is the second course®yaancourse
sequence. It is an-agepth study of the political, social, economic, cultural, technological,

and religious dimensions of the history of the world from 1900 to 1995. Though many broad
topics are discussed, the main emphasis of study cetle causes and effects of war, the

rise and fall of single party states, and the Cold War. Students use a variety of sources to
investigate the events that shaped these times, such as different texts, documents, primary
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sources, film and video, art, ia, and when possible, travel and personal testimony. With

such research in hand, the student better appreciates the scope and importance of history, and
also the perspectives that characterize the human condition. Students demonstrate their
knowledge Va essays, papers, debates, project interviews, and presentations.

*This course requires payment of an exam fee by the student either as a candidate for
the full International Baccalaureate Diploma or as a candidate for a certificate in 1B
HISTORY. The fees aredue by November 1 and areonrefundable after November 1.

ECONOMICS CREDITS: 1/2
OPEN TO: GRADES 1012

Economics is a onsemester course that emphasizes economic fundamentals,
microeconomics, macroeconomics, and personal financiahgenent. Students will

explore the interrelationships among the roles played by consumers, producers, capital, land,
and labor as well as the interrelationships among economic, political, and social lives.
Additionally, students will examine the relatidiys between individual choices and the

direct influence of these choices on occupational goals and future earnings potential.
Economics stresses application, probismiving, and higheorder thinking skills.
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THEOLOGY DEPARTMENT

MSM theology courses wikquip students with the knowledge and understanding to develop
their faith in God more deeply as they grow as disciples of Jesus, particularly by studying
Scripture and Sacred Tradition. These theology courses will encourage students to respond
in loving obedience to God and their faith tradition by making moral decisions, by
developing the practices of prayer and personal reflection, and by loving and serving
humanity with compassion, mercy, and justice.

THEOLOGY |1 FOUNDATIONS OF FAITH ANDHEBREW SCRPTURE
CREDITS: 1

the connections between lived faith and lived values. This course will provide a foundation

for student knowledge and understandin@atholicsm andhe meaning and importance of
their faith and their relationship with God. Through a study of the Hebrew Scriptures,
students will better understand their relationship with God as established by the early
covenants.
